On World Book Day, children will 
also take part in a whole-school ‘Big Read’, where children will visit other classrooms to read with pupils 
of different ages.  
 
To help get 
them started on their reading journey, every child will receive a £1 World Book Day book token, which 
can be redeemed at our school Book Fair which will be arriving on 24th March, alternatively it can be 
used in many high street shops (details will be given on the voucher).
